The attractive little village square, 
surrounded by lovely 19th century stone 
buildings, is dominated by the backdrop of 
the Dunalastair hotel, its gentle architecture, 
graceful character and elegance.

A DELIGHTFUL 
VICTORIAN 
TOWN IN THE 
HIGHLANDS  OF 
PERTHSHIRE 
Set amidst some of 
the most beautiful 

scenery in Europe, Pitlochry has been a popular 
holiday resort for over a hundred years. 
Enjoy , castles, the , the famous Pitlochry Theatre, 
great shopping, and superb local walks. Nearby  
and the visitor centre at Killiecrankie are well worth 
a visit. Pitlochry is a fantastic place for easy walks 
either north towards Killiecrankie or south along 
the river and across the bridge to the Pitlochry 
Festival Theatre. Blair Atholl Distillery on the 
south side of the town offers guided tours around 
one of the best known distilleries with a free dram 
available at the end. There is an excellent whisky 
gift shop as well as a coffee shop. Hidden away in 
woods 3 miles (5km) east of the town is . Founded 
in 1825 by a group of farmers, this is one of the 
most delightful little distilleries in Scotland –'96 
the smallest in Scotland.

BLAIR ATHOLL 

SEAT OF THE 
DUKES OF 
ATHOLL
The village of Blair 
Atholl is one of the 
last Perthshire 
outposts before going 

north through the Grampians at the Drumochter 
Pass. It is popular for holidays, hill walking, hunting 
and fishing. Blair Atholl Mill in the village centre 
is a rebuilt corn mill where you can follow the 
various stages of the process.
The Atholl Country Collection in the old school 
house gives a good insight into this area's past. 
The museum exhibits tools and implements made 
by blacksmiths and wheelwrights from several 
periods of the region's antiquity. 

Blair Castle is one of the most popular visitor 
attractions in Scotland. And About 4 miles (6km) 
north of Blair Atholl and positioned just off the 
A9, is the , a new visitor centre which incorporates 
a Clan Museum and Wild Flower Garden Centre.

DUNKELD & BIRNAM 

INSPIRATION 
FOR LOVERS OF 
HISTORY
Tucked away at the 
foot of thickly 
wooded hills, you will 
discover one of 

Scotland 's gems - the cathedral town of Dunkeld. 
And that's not all! Resting on the opposite bank 
of the river Tay is the Victorian village of Birnam. 
Together the beautifully restored buildings and 
rich heritage of these Highland Perthshire sister 
towns are an inspiration for lovers of history, the 
arts, music and the outdoors. The adjoining village 
of Birnam lies just across the bridge from Dunkeld. 
Birnam is probably best known for its Shakespearean 
associations where, in the play Macbeth, the moving 
of Birnam Wood to Dunsinane, 12 miles (19km) 
to the south-east, heralded the death of Macbeth. 
Between Dunkeld and  is the Perthshire Visitor 
Centre, just off the A9 and incorporating a multi-
media exhibition that contrasts Shakespeare's 
character of Macbeth with the real eleventh-century 
Scottish King.

The castle itself is located 
outside of Crieff, 25 miles away from Stobhall, 
which is near Perth on the river Tay.

Scone is a place that

Today, in the 21st century, it is the home 
of the Earls of Mansfield, and a major attraction 
to visitors from all over the world. Fifteen hundred 
years ago, it was the capital of the Pictish kingdom 
and the centre of the ancient Celtic church. In the 
intervening centuries, it has been the seat of 
parliaments and the crowning place of Kings. It 
has housed the Stone of Destiny and been 
immortalised in Shakespeare's Macbeth. Poised 
above the River Tay, the Palace overlooks the routes 
north to the Highlands and east through 
Strathmore to the coast. The Grampian mountains 
form a distant backdrop, and across the river stands 
the city of Perth. Two thousand years ago, the 
Romans camped here, at the very limit of their 
empire. They never defeated the warlike Picts, who 
later came to rule Scone, but the followers of St 
Columba had more success. By the early 7th century, 
a group of early Christians, the Culdees or servants 
of God, had established themselves here.

The 
Brewery includes a small retail area, selling 
bottled beers and branded merchandise.

DISTILLERY 
Edradour is a unique, 
single Highland malt 
whisky, to be enjoyed 

in recognition of those small, significant moments 
that make up the ebb and flo w of life. Edradour 
is produced in Scotland's smallest distillery - and 
is hand made today as it was over 150 years ago 
by just three men who are devoted to the time-
honoured methods of whisky making. Indeed 
equipment used at the distillery has remained 
unchanged since the day the distillery opened and 
is only just capable of producing commercial 
quantities. Only 12 casks of whisky are produced 
a week, making Edradour single malt a rare pleasure 
for a fortunate few. If you manage to find it, you 
will be one of the few people lucky enough to 
experience its charm - golden in the glass, smooth 
and creamy with a nutty, honeyed finish. 

DALWHINNIE 

THE HIGHEST 
DISTILLERY IN 
SCOTLAND
A visit to Dalwhinnie, 
at 1,073 feet above 
sea level is an 
opportunity to 

sample the ‘Gentle Spirit' of the glen. Here you 
can see the distillers at work, harnessing the snow 
fed waters of the Allt ant' Sluic, fresh from their 
journey through moorland heather, producing a 
full-bodied malt with a surprisingly delicate taste. 
And as you savour your complimentary dram of 
Dalwhinnie, the Highland representative of the 
‘'classic malts' range, you can also enjoy a panorama 
unchanged since the drovers of old paused to enjoy 
the view and the local malt. You'll find the 
Dalwhinnie distillery open to visitors all year round 
with restricted hours in the snowy depths of the 
highland winter. 

DEWARS WORLD OF WHISKY

Just half an hour's 
drive from the hotel. 
A unique exhibition 

and interactive centre celebrates the courageous 
entrepreneurial spirit of the Dewar family.

Scotland's smallest distillery, Edradour in Pitlochry, 
and its oldest, Glenturret at Crieff, now featuring The Famous Grouse Experience all lie within a 
comfortable driving distance. Also notable are Blair Athol, the Dewars World of Whisky Centre and, 
and Dalwhinnie a little further north. All featuring excellent visitor centres and plenty of free samples!

WHISKY DISTILLERY TOURS
Yes you can, if the spirit is willing, visit all 
of these delights in a day. Starting at the hotel 
first stop is Blair Athol at the southern end 
of Pitlochry. Then travel south to Crieff, 
Glenturret and the Famous Grouse Experience. 
Take a light lunch there then onwards via the 
Sma Glen to Dewars at Aberfeldy. Then take 
a scenic drive via Kinloch Rannoch and 
Dalnacardoch to Dalwhinnie.

There is now an exhibition and audio visual 
display "The cradle of Scottish Forestry" telling 
the history of people and forests in Highland 
Perthshire. 

CRANNOG CENTRE

EXPERIENCE AN 
IRON AGE LOCH 
DWELLING
The Crannog Centre 
is a popular visitors 
attraction on Loch 
Tay. It is a complete 

reconstruction of how the ancient peoples lived 
and worked many thousands of years ago. Enjoy 
a shore-based exhibition and visitor centre 
displaying some of the original house timbers and 
objects used by the Iron Age loch-dwellers. 
Crannogs are a type of ancient loch dwelling found 
throughout Scotland and Ireland. They were built 
in the water as defensive homesteads from 5,000 
years ago and people continued to build and occupy 
them periodically until the 17th Century AD.  

HYDROELECTRIC DAM 

PITLOCHRY’S 
‘FISH LADDER’ 
Each year between 
April and October an 
average of 5,400 
salmon fight their 
way upstream from 

Atlantic feeding grounds to spawn in the upper 
reaches of the River Tummel. They must by-pass 
the Hydro-Electric dam at Pitlochry by travelling 

through the interconnected pools that form the 
Pitlochry "fish ladder" up and around the dam. 
Three resting pools provide patches of slack water 
for a break in the struggle against the current. The 
flow from the bottom of the fish ladder attracts 
the salmon into the first pool and from there they 
rise in steps through connecting pipes from pool 
to pool until they have climbed the height of the 
dam. Witness all at a very special attraction.

PERTHSHIRE GARDENS

You'll find some of 
Britain's most 
colourful gardens 
here –'96 from small, 

privately-owned and lovingly-tended gardens full 
of specialist plants and flowers, to sumptuous, 
formal gardens in the grounds of stately homes. 
Perthshire has a magnificent variety of gardens to 
visit; there is Drummond Castle with the formal 
Italian garden; the natural heather collection at 
Bells Cherrybank in Perth; the woodland and 
Himalayan delights at Cluny, Branklyn Garden, 
described as the finest two acres of private garden 
in the country, the wonderful gardens at Blair 
Castle and Scone Palace, or the formal gardens in 
the grounds of the stately home at Kinross.
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OTHER ATTRACTIONS
The heart of Highland Perthshire in Scotland is not only a great place for activities and outdoor pursuits, 
it is also one of those parts of Scotland that seems to have something for everyone - simply a lovely 
part of the world to spend a day or a week in pursuit of the great outdoors.

THE HERMITAGE
Situated just beside Dunkeld, the Hermitage 
is a National Trust for Scotland property on 
land which stretches up the River Braan from 
just off the A9. Created by the Dukes of 
Atholl in the 18th century, it includes two 
romantic 'follies'. A short nature trail takes 
you through varied woodland, with a good 
chance of seeing red squirrels.
